Description:
Over the past two years, M. Kathleen Heid has served as Editor, and Rose Mary Zbiek,
and Glendon W. Blume have served as Associate Editors for the Journal for Research in
Mathematics Education, the flagship research journal for the National Council of
Teachers of Mathematics. During that time, they have reviewed and provided feedback
on over 400 research manuscripts. Based on that experience, Professors Heid, Zbiek, and
Blume will present three sessions for mathematics educators on the construction of
publishable manuscripts. Together, the sessions will include discussion of the
characteristics of viable studies, the role of the research question, the need for a fit among
the parts of a manuscript, the role of the theoretical or conceptual framework, the need for
careful design and implementation of research methods, and the need to explain the
implications of the results for the field of mathematical education. Included also will be
a discussion of promising features of manuscripts published in JRME over the past two
years. Professors Heid, Zbiek, and Blume will also conduct sessions to give feedback to a
selection of individual researchers who submit manuscripts to them before a designated

time prior to the session.
